Where is Ingleside?

Ingleside Avenue is located two blocks west of the Dali Museum at Bayboro
Harbor and directly south of All Children’s Hospital. Known as Eleventh Avenue
from the late 20s, the original name was returned to the Avenue by residents in
2003.

What’s the Big Attraction?

Restoration and preservation are high on the agenda for two investors who have
devoted time energy and effort in making this community better. Tom Barrett and
Len Johnsen are the investors who have already purchased nearly 50 homes in that
area and who have convinced their neighbors to embrace the positive resurgence of
the neighborhood. This redevelopment plan has established a strong assurance to
the surrounding neighborhoods and to the City itself. Restoration of the Mayor
Bradshaw House, at 609 Ingleside Avenue S, is currently the best-known aspect of
this major reinvestment in neighborhoods just south of downtown St Petersburg.

Founded in 1920, the Museum is the first museum in St. Petersburg, and the third

oldest museum in Florida.

The purpose of the Museum is to collect, preserve and interpret the history of St.
Petersburg and the Pinellas Peninsula. We seek to increase the understanding and
appreciation of our unique community for our residents and visitors. In addition to
our exhibits, we maintain a collection of over 32,000 artifacts, an archive of over
8,000 historic photos and conduct special educational programs that are presented

periodically, along with group tours of the exhibits that are available upon request.

The new Education Learning Center and Laboratory offers facilities for use by
local schools and organizations in teaching our local heritage. With funds raised
from the Ingleside holiday event, the Museum may purchase new computers, and

other materials to aid in the education of underserved and underprivileged youth.
